Some of these recently completed projects and
projects that are in the planning and environmental
stage are the 1-80/Douglas Interchange, the I-
80/Sierra College Boulevard Interchange, the SR
65 Lincoln Bypass, and the Placer Parkway.

Celia also mentioned that PCTPA helped to
establish a South Placer Regional Transportation
Authority (SPRTA) regional fee in 2002 that has
helped or will help fund many of these projects.
